F. No. NCTE-Reg/012/22/2019-US(Regulation)-HQ.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-section (1) of the Section 23 of Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (35 of 2009) and in
pursuance of the notification number Government of India in the Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Department of School Education and Literacy S.0. 750(E) dated 31st March 2010 published in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part-II, Section 3, Sub-section (ii) dated the Sth April, 2010, the National Council for Teacher Education
hereby makes the following amendments in the notification of the Government of India, National Council for Teacher

Education, vide F. No. 61-3/20/2010-NCTE(N&S) published in the Gazette of India, Part III, Section 4, dated the
23rd August, 2010, namely:—

1. In the said notification in paragraph 1, in sub-paragraph(ii),-(A) in clause (a) for the words, figures, brackets and
letters “*Graduation with at least 50% marks and 1 year Bachelor in Education (B.Ed.)”, the words, figure and letters “At
least 50% marks either in Graduation or in Post-Graduation and B.Ed.” shall be substituted.

(B) After clause (b), at the end, the following proviso shall be inserted, namely:-
“Provided that minimum percentage of marks in graduation shall not be applicable to those incumbents who had

already taken admission to the Bachelor of Education or Bachelor of Elementary Education or equivalent course prior to
the 29" July, 2011.”

2. This notification shall be deemed to have come into force on the 29" July, 2011.

Explanatory Memorandum

The amendment notification number F. 61-1/201 1-NCTE (N&S) dated the 29" July, 2011 issued by the National Council
for Teacher Education was challenged before the Supreme Court in the case of Necraj Kumar Rai and Others Vs State of

U.P. and Others in Civil Appeal No. 9732 of 2017 and the Hon’ble Court vide its order dated the 25t July, 2017 had
directed the, National Council for Tcacher Education to issuc a clarification by way of a supplementary notification

regarding the percentage of marks specified therein. Necessary amendment is required to be made retrospectively from
the date of notification of the said rules. It is certified that none will be adversely allected by the retrospective effect

being given to the amendment rules.
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
